• After hands are withdrawn from the
Sensor’s detection zone, or after a
maximum of thirty-five (35) seconds of
continuous operation, the Hand Dryer
automatically stops. It is then ready
for the next user.

Electrical Connection Specifications
Connect 110/120 VAC dryer to not more than a 20 Amp branch
circuit using #12 gauge or larger wire, and a 208/230/277 VAC
dryer to not more than a 15 Amp branch circuit using #14
gauge or larger wire. DO NOT attach any other electrical
devices to this branch circuit.

Recommended Mounting Heights (from floor to bottom of dryer)
User Height
Men 45 Inches (1143 mm)
Women 43 Inches (1092 mm)
Teenagers 41 Inches (1041 mm)
Children 35 Inches (889 mm)
Handicapped 37 Inches (940 mm)

Prepare wall to receive mounting fasteners as shown in the rough-in diagram. Refer
to Installation Instructions for recommended fasteners.

Installation Precautions
• Mounting surface should be smooth and flat.
• Mount dryer at least 24 inches (610 mm) away from basins and at least 20 inches

(508 mm) away from corners.
• Mount multiple hand dryers a minimum separation distance of 20 inches (508

mm) (measured center to center).
• Avoid installing hand dryers in narrow hallways and behind swinging doors.
